PART A (each question in this section is worth 25 points; answer BOTH questions)

1. We have discussed the role of markets and market-like mechanisms in class on a number of energy policy issues.

Identify and describe two such issues.

Pick one of these issues and discuss in detail the advantages and disadvantages of using markets or market-like mechanisms to advance energy policies.  Discuss another policy alternative and its advantages and disadvantages.  Provide a reasoned answer to whether you, as a policy maker, would use markets or market-like mechanism to address this issue.  Justify your answer and consider possible objections to it.


2. The newly elected governor of NJ has appointed an inter-agency task force to address energy transportation policy in the state.  You have been selected as the Chief of Staff for this task force.  Describe how you would organize this effort including which agencies would participate and why, which issues the task force should consider, and how, if any, stakeholder involvement would be integrated into the process.  Connect the substance of energy transportation policy with the process of making it.

PART B (this question is worth 50 points; you must answer it)


Despite your lack of fashion sense, you have been selected by Dr. Condoleeza Rice to draft a white paper proposing energy security policy for U.S. Department of State.  Write a detailed working outline (with enough text explanation and description) of your white paper.  Make sure that the reasons for your policy choices are articulated as well as for the policies that you rejected.  Cover all of the major areas of national energy security policy that we have discussed.
