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Web 2.0
Web 2.0 is the term given to describe a second generation of the World Wide Web that is focused on the ability for people to collaborate and share information online. Web 2.0 basically refers to the transition from static HTML Web pages to a more dynamic Web that is more organized and is based on serving Web applications to users. This includes an increased emphasis on Web-based communities of users, and more open sharing of information. Social networking sites, blogs, wikis, and Web services that involve user interaction and tagging are all seen as components of Web 2.0.
Folksonomy
A folksonomy is a system of classification derived from the practice and method of collaboratively creating and managing tags to annotate and categorize content;[1] this practice is also known as collaborative tagging, social classification, social indexing, and social tagging.

Using tags

Tags allow you to describe your bookmark so you can find it later
Some web pages will have recommended tags, but some will not
Add keywords that make sense to you (and/or your friends)
Use keywords to group related items


Public vs. Private
Are my bookmarks public or private by default, and how do I make a bookmark public or private?
Bookmarks saved with your buttons are public by default, but imported bookmarks are private by default. If you see a grey block and a lock next to a bookmark, that means it is a private bookmark and only you can see it (there is also a Share link added before the Edit link). Note: if you're logged out, you won't be able to see your private bookmarks either.
To change a private bookmark to public (so that everyone else can see it), click the Share link next to it. To change a public bookmark to private, edit it, check the do not share box, and save it. While saving a new bookmark, you can also check the do not share box to make that bookmark private.
Importing your bookmarks
**This can be messy! Your old bookmarks will not have tags unless they are in folders, then they will have that one keyword**
Log in then click on settings


Under Bookmarks, click on Import/Upload Bookmarks

Sharing a bookmark with a friend
You can share your bookmarks plus a short message (116 characters or less) with the following groups 
Twitter: Requires you to provide your Twitter username and password. Bookmarks you share with @Twitter will appear in your Twitter feed for all of your followers.
Delicious users: These are other friends that are using Delicious. Bookmarks you share with other Delicious users will appear in their Delicious Inbox.
Email Address: Anybody with an email address. We will send them an email with your bookmark and message.[image: ]

Creative Commons
After you have uploaded your pictures, click on the “C” to change the license rights.  Choose “Change your default here” if you want to change it for all of your photos. Select  one of the licenses.
Attribution means: You let others copy, distribute, display, and perform your copyrighted work - and derivative works based upon it - but only if they give you credit.
Noncommercial icon Noncommercial means: You let others copy, distribute, display, and perform your work - and derivative works based upon it - but for noncommercial purposes only.
No Derivative Works icon No Derivative Works means: You let others copy, distribute, display, and perform only verbatim copies of your work, not derivative works based upon it.
Share Alike means: You allow others to distribute derivative works only under a license identical to the license that governs your work.
